Hvorfor feirer vi Syttende Mai 

(Why we celebrate 17
th

 of May) 

The big day “17. mai” is Norway’s Constitution Day and 

all Norwegians celebrate with respect, deep national feeling 

and pride. 

The reason for signing the constitution on 17 of May goes 

way back in history. 

Norway has been a Monarchy since 872 when Harald 

Hairfair conquered Norway to one Kingdom. Only the first-

born son of the King could be the heir to the throne and 

there has been many Kings down through the centuries. But 

then it happened, King Haakon V Magnusson had no sons, 

only a daughter, Princess Ingeborg, and she could not take 

over the throne. When Haakon V died in 1319, the last king 

of the Royal line from Harald Hairfair died out.  

Here is the chain of events that brought us to Eidsvoll and 

17. mai, 1814. Princess Ingeborg married Swedish duke 

Erik, they had a son, Magnus. This was of great joy to the 

Norwegians, Magnus was after all the grandson of Haakon 

V and could rightfully be the King of Norway. But he was 

also a Swede, so when he came of age, he surly became 

King, but of Sweden and Norway at the same time.  

Both countries retained their own government and laws 

and the King was to divide his time equally between the 

two countries. The Norwegians became dissatisfied with 

King Magnus who was too weak to govern two 

countries.  

However, King Magnus had two sons, Prince Erik and 

Prince Haakon. So the Norwegians asked King Magnus 

to give up the throne of Norway and make Haakon the 

King of Norway. King Magnus did just that and in 1350 

Prince Haakon became the King of Norway and the 

separation of the two countries was confirmed. King 

Haakon VI married Princess Margaret of Denmark and 

they had a son, Prince Olav. 

In 1349, a British ship brought “The Black Death” to 

Norway and 2/3 of the population died. King Haakon VI 

died in 1380 and his son Olav in 1387. Olav had been 

crowned King of Norway in 1381. His mother Queen 

Margaret now became the ruling regent of Denmark and 

Norway and for a short time also of Sweden. Now 

begins a union with Denmark that lasted for over 400 

years. 

Queen Margaret died in 1412 and a long list of Danish 

kings came to rule Norway. Documents and declarations 

were made; making Norway a part of Denmark but the 

Norwegians just ignored them and ruled themselves. 

However, Norway had to pay taxes to the Danish kings. 

Norway had its own Council of State and its own courts 

and this went on until the beginning of 1800. 

In 1804, Napoleon Bonaparte became Emperor of 

France and started to conquer Europe. Denmark joined 

Napoleon and Norway being united with Denmark also 

got involved. Sweden and England sided with Russia. 

Napoleon’s General Juan Bonaparte had a disagreement 

with him so he quit the army and became Crown Prince 

of Sweden, taking the name Karl Johan of Sweden. He 

took an active part in the military operations against 

Napoleon and Napoleon was crushed. 

Now Karl Johan marched on Denmark with 40,000 men 

to claim Norway. The Danish army made a brave 

defense but had to give up to Karl Johan so a peace 

treaty was sign on January 14, 1814, thus ended the 

union between Denmark and Norway.  

The Norwegians did not want any part of the union with 

Sweden and that is why the 112 Norwegians got 

together at Eidsvoll and in 6 weeks made the 

constitution, declared their independence and signed it 

on May 17
th

, 1814.

Among the 112 representatives at Eidsvoll were 33 army 

officers, 14 clergymen, 16 other officials, 23 farmers, 12 

merchants and 4 mining owners. 

They formed a circular chain, each person giving his right 

hand to his neighbor, on the left, and his left hand to his 

neighbor on the right, hand in hand, they all exclaimed: 

“Evig og tro til Dovre faller”  (united and true, until 

Dovre falls).  

When Karl Johan of Sweden found out that the 

Norwegians did not accept the treaty signed on January 

14, 1814, the two countries fought for a couple of weeks 

and then they negotiated and agreed that Norway as an 

independent state, upon certain conditions, was to be 

united with Sweden under the same King. 

The circular from the Swedish minister said:” The 

Norwegian Stortinget (Congress) having, of its own 

accord and by free election, chosen his Swedish Majesty 

as King of Norway, it is plain that it is not to the 

provisions of the treaty of January 14, 1814, but to the 

confidence of the Norwegian people, that we owe the 

Union of Norway with Sweden”. 

Norway had its own constitution and its own government, 

something the Norwegians had been waiting for 495 

years. So now you see how long they had waited, 

and how deep the national feeling is, and 

now you better understand why 

any real Norwegian, on that 

day, will stand in front of the 

Royal Palace, screaming 

“HURRA FOR

Norwegian Birthrate increased last year 

Norwegian women gave birth to more babies last year than 
they have for 37 years, and fertility statistics are suddenly 
among the highest in Europe. 
State statistics bureau SSB reports that Norwegian women 
gave birth to 61,800 babies in Norway in 2009, up from 
60,500 in 2009. The number of births was the highest since 
1972. 
The birthrate gives a collective fertility rate among 
Norwegian women of 1.98, which SSB says is among the 
highest in Europe. To avoid a population decline, the 
fertility rate needs to be 2.1, according to SSB. 
Fully six counties in Norway attained that higher rate, 
reports SSB. The highest fertility rate in Norway was found 
in Rogaland on the west coast, at 2.18, while the lowest 
was in Telemark, at 1.79. 
Meanwhile, SSB also reported that fully 40 percent of all 
households in Norway are made up of people who live 
alone. That’s up from 34 percent in 1990. One out of every 
five Norwegians lives alone, while around 60 percent live 
as a couple. 
The highest rate of single-person households was found in 
Oslo. SSB reported that 29 percent of all Oslo residents live 
alone, and single-person households make up roughly half 
of all households in the capital. 
 

Norwegians living even longer 

Men and women in Norway already could boast among 

the world’s longest life spans. Now it seems they’re 

living even longer than before. 

Figures released by state statistic bureau SSB show that 
Norwegian women can now expect to live to be 83.1 years 
old, while Norwegian men have an average life expectancy 
of 78.6 years. 
That’s higher than life expectancy for Danish and Finnish 
men by about two years, and Norwegian men also have 
narrowed the gap with Norwegian women, from 6.9 to 4.5 
years. 
Researcher Helge Brunborg of SSB says that he and his 
colleagues don’t know for sure why Norwegian men are 
living longer than before, but said the numbers “support a 
general trend over the past 200 years that longevity has 
increased by about 0.2 years for every calendar year. 
Within Norway, men in the northernmost county of 
Finnmark have the shortest average life spans, possible 
because they eat more meat than average Norwegians. 
Smoking and alcohol use can also play a role, according to 
the researchers. 
Japanese women continue to rank as those living the 
longest of anyone, with an average lifespan of 86.1 years. 

 

Norway loses its oldest man 

Norway’s oldest man, Jørgen Bernhard Rustad of 

Gjøvik, has died after living through the entire 20th 

century and well into the 21st. He was 109. 

Rustad was born on August 12, 1900, five years before 
Norway won its sovereignty from Sweden and its 
monarchy was re-established. He lived through both 
World Wars and was an active resistance fighter in the 
second. 
He said under the celebration of his 109th birthday last 
year that the recipe for a long life was not to “let your 
head hang down.” He said that complaining and being 
negative “is the dumbest thing people can do. I have 
always had good humor, and if I wasn’t feeling well, I’d 
simply think back and remember all the good times I’ve 
had.” 
Rustad worked as a prison guard before retiring several 
decades ago. He still went skiing at an age of 104, and 
had a brief spell as a stand-up comedian at the age of 
106.  

Foreigners boost their ranks 

Nearly 334,000 persons with foreign passports were 
living in Norway last year. That still only amounts to 7% 
of the population, but it’s up 10% from the year before, 
with workers from Poland still fueling the growth. 
Fully 66% of all non-Norwegian passport holders in 
Norway are from other European countries; around 19$ 
have Asian citizenship and 9% African. 
Norway’s total population currently stands at just over 
4.8 million. 
Citizens of Poland make up the larges single group of 
foreigners in Norway, with 46,700 registered with valid 
work and residence permits. 
By contrast, citizen of countries in all North, Central and 
South America amounts to less than half that, just over 
18,000. Swedes make up the next-largest group of non-
Norwegians, numbering 35,800, followed by 20,800 
German passport holders.  
Most of the foreign residents in Norway are in the 
country to work, many of them in the construction and 
oil industries. There continue to be a large concentration 
of Dutch and American citizen in Rogaland County who 
also make up the ranks of foreigners working in the oil 
industry.  
Few of the Swedes, Danes and German residents in 
Norway opt to become Norwegian citizens, even if they 
stay in the country for years. 
Persons coming from countries farther away, like 
Vietnam, almost all become Norwegian citizens. While 
men from former Eastern European countries like Poland 
and Lithuania earlier came to Norway to work earn 
money and return home, more are now bringing their 
families and settling down. That must mean they think 
Norway is an OK place to be.
